The New Mexico AIDS Education and Training Center (NMAETC) offers one-on-one training, mini-sabbaticals, didactic presentations, clinical consultants, workshops and a weekly HIV/AIDS ECHO telemedicine clinic. The NMAETC is available to bring educational training to your Health Center. The mission of NMAETC is “to educate health care providers about management of HIV infection, including prevention, diagnosis, treatment, and psychosocial issues”. http://hsc.unm.edu/som/medicine/id/aidscenter.shtml
NMAETC provides updates on treatment and care to health care professionals; provides state HIV program and services information; and provides CMEs for providers and CEUs for nurses, counselors and social workers. (See attached NMAETC brochure)
